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Data Collection Strategies

There are several options available to you for collecting data for this project. These include chart review, tally method, and administrative data/electronic health record reports. You have already chosen a method of data collection on your RFP application. If you would like to change your method of data collection, please let Jill Ackermann know. The following document provides information on each of these methods as a resource to assist you with data collection.

Chart Review

Every month, review charts for 30/10 consecutive well-child visits for children age 8-36 months. 

· Locate the Chart Review Log Sheet
· Locate the Chart Review Form
· Select a chart that meets the following criteria

· Age between 8-36 months

· Visit was for a well child check

· Record the child’s date of visit, name, your practice’s medical record number, and today’s date in the spaces provided on the Chart Review Log Sheet (Note: this form is for your office’s internal use only, to aid you in tracking your chart reviews. To protect patient confidentiality, please do not submit the Chart Review Log Sheet to us!)
· Locate the number to the left of the child’s name on the Chart Review Log Sheet. This is the Patient Log Number. Please write this number in the space indicated on the upper right hand side of the Chart Review Form.

· Review the chart and complete the Chart Review Form. See specific question instructions on the next page.

· Compile data collected on the Chart Review Forms and include a summation of this data on the Monthly Data Reporting Form.

* Because the 30-month visit is not yet a part of the preventive care system and is often not reimbursable by third-party payers at this time, developmental screening can be performed at 24 months of age. 
Tally Method

Include a copy of the Monthly Data Reporting Form at the front office each month.

After each visit, ask the designated staff person to review the patient chart and insert a tally mark on the Monthly Data Reporting Form in the appropriate boxes. For example, under question 2a and 2b: If the visit was a 9-month visit, insert a tally mark in the box that corresponds with question 2a. Then, if it was a 9-month visit and the child received a screen, insert a tally mark in the box that corresponds with 2b. If the visit was a 9-month visit and the child did not receive a screen, do not insert a tally mark in the box that corresponds with question 2b. Continue this process with each question on the Monthly Data Reporting Form after each well-child visit for a child age 0-36 months. 

At the end of the month, add all of the tally marks for each question and include that number on the Monthly Data Reporting Form. Mail or email the completed tool to Jill Ackermann at:

Administrative Systems Reports/EHR

This method of data collection allows you to pull data from your administrative system or electronic health record. The system will need to be set up in a way that allows all of the questions on the Monthly Data Reporting Form to be answered. Discuss this with your system’s technical support staff to determine if this is a possibility.

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Tips for Conducting Chart Reviews





The easiest way to identify children is by using your practice computer system to generate a list of patients seen this week in your practice in the 8-36 month range (using their date of birth).


If you cannot use your computer system, create a system to ensure that patients seen this week meeting the above criteria are obtained for your review. This may be accomplished by having staff members flag charts for review after they are seen.


We suggest you set up a certain day (eg, Friday) every week to do the chart review and data entry.
